TIPS FOR AN INTERVIEW

Formulate clear and comprehensible questions.
Practice the pronunciation of the questions.
Choose a quiet place for the interview.
Be friendly and polite.
Introduce yourself before the interview and explain to the interviewee why
you are interviewing them.
Remember to ask permission to record or film the interview.
At the beginning of the recording, state
the name of the person recording and the name of the interviewee.
Ask one question at a time; don’t talk over the interviewee.
Listen and ask clarifying questions if needed—don’t be afraid of pauses.
